WHAT IT EATS 
 

Filter microscopic organisms 
(May be eaten by molluscs & 
fish) 
 
Capture very small animals 
with their stinging cells. 
 
 
Scrapes encrusting algae & 
lichen from the rocks. 
 
 
Same as for Noddiwink. 
 
 
 
Scrapes encrusting algae 
from the rocks. (Eaten by 
Mulberry Snails) 
 
 
 
Same as Black Periwinkle. 
Will graze when the tide is 
out if rocks are moist. 
 
Same as Black Periwinkle. 
(Eaten by fish, birds & 
predatory snails) 
 
 
Same as Black Periwinkle

Grazes on algae (eaten by 
birds and fish) 
 
Predator on barnacles

Grazes on algae and bits of
